Step 1: Preparation for Rack Installation

A. Loosen the plastic nut on the tie down and slide the tie downs to the end of the gear track to remove.

B. Place two of the gold zinc gear track mounting brackets inside the gear track on each side of the bed.

C. Measure the bed width.

Important Note: These instructions are for the Tall Risers Base Rack only. If you have the Tall Riser with additional 
accessories like the Middle Support Kit, Accessory Side Panels, or Roof Top Tent Brackets check out the Tall Riser Bed Rack 
System instructions at modernjeeperforum.com to help prevent repeating steps.

Step 2: Hi-Riser Rack Assembly

D. Press the ARS bed riser pad into the bed riser legs. Use a mallet if needed.

E. Prepare the riser bed legs by loosely installing two carriage bolts, washers, split washer, and nut into each leg.  Place 
bolts in mirrored locations of each leg in sets of two.

F. Slide two slot nuts into the bed riser extrusion bars.

G. Slide the extrusion bar into the legs setting the mounting distance at the bed width (56 3/16” is a starting point).

H. Place the bed risers in the bed with extrusion slots facing in toward each 
other.

I. Bolt the bed risers to the gear track mounting bracket loosely.

J. Using a 1/2” wrench tighten down the extrusion bars in the tower legs.

K. Slide two T-slot nuts into the bottom slot of the rear extrusion bar (Tall riser closest to the tail gate).

L. Press the black plastic push rivets in visible outward holes in the bed riser legs.

Step 4: Middle Support Assembly

M. Using the provided hardware connect the bed 
rack middle support bracket ends to the middle 
accessory tray.

N. Using a 1/2” Socket and wrench tighten the 
middle support bracket and accessory tray 
hardware.

O. Install two T-slot nuts in the upper extrusion and 
T-slot nuts in the lower extrusion of the extrusion 
bars.

Step 4: Mid Support Assembly

P. Install two slot nuts into the extrusion on the underside of the mid support bracket extrusion bars.

Q. Attach the extrusion bars to the middle support bracket using the provided allen bolts and T-slot nuts.

R. Using a 3/16” allen wrench tighten the extrusions to the middle support bracket.

S. Using a 3/16 allen wrench tighten the provided bolts into the slot nuts on the bottom of the middle support bracket 
extrusion bars.

U. Using the provided bolts connect 
the middle support bracket to the 
mid riser or tall riser extrusion bars 
slot nuts.

W. Using a 3/16” allen wrench tighten 
the middle support assembly bolts.

Step 6: Install the Accessory Panels

Y. Place the accessory panel between the two bed riser legs making it flush 
with the top of the risers to align the holes.

Z. Using the provided bolts, washers, and nuts attach the accessory panel to 
the bed riser legs.

AA. Using a 3/8” and 7/32” wrench tighten the accessory panel hardware.

BB. Tighten riser hardware using a 7/32” allen.

Step 7: Install the Hi-Riser Accessory Panels

CC. Place the accessory panel between the two bed riser legs making it flush with the top of the risers to align the holes.

DD. Using the provided bolts and nuts attach the accessory panel to the bed riser legs.
