Step 1:  Disconnect Old Sway Bar End Links

A. Using a 18mm socket disconnect the lower sway bar end link.

B. Using a 19mm wrench disconnect the upper sway bar end link.

Step 2: Premium Sway Bar End Link Installation

C. Assemble and adjust the premium sway bar end link to 
the same length as the old sway bar.

Note: If you are replacing stock links adjust the end links to 
11.5” as a starting length.

Step 2: Premium Sway Bar End Link Driver Side Installation

D. Install the lower link pin and spacer as shown using a 
24mm wrench and 19mm wrench on the driver side

E. Install the upper link pin and spacer as shown using a 
24mm wrench and 19mm wrench on the driver side.

Important Note: MetalCloak recommends using red Loctite 
on each of the spindles of the sway bar end links.

Step 3: Premium Sway Bar End Link Passenger Side Installation

F. Install the lower link pin bushing and spacer using a 
18mm wrench on the passenger side reusing the 
factory bolt.

G. Install the upper link pin and spacer as shown using a 
24mm wrench and 19mm wrench on the passenger 
side.

H. Using two adjustable wrenches tighten the sway bar 
end link jam nuts on both the passenger and driver 
side.

I. Torque upper and lower bolts to 75 ft-lbs.

Important Note: MetalCloak recommends using red Loctite 
on each of the spindles of the sway bar end links.
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
